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Goal:

Purpose:

Procedure: 1) Mentor and protégé meet to discuss the activity.
2) Protégé investigates and gathers student activities for the classroom.

4) Protégé designs an engaging lesson for students.
5) Mentor observes protégeé lesson.
6) Protégé and mentor complete reflection
